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The Book of Discipline of the United Methodist Church states:  “Providing the care needed to maintain health, prevent disease and 
restore health after injury or illness is a responsibility each person owes others and government owes to all, a responsibility government 
ignores at its peril.  In Ezekiel 34: 4a, God points out the failures of the leadership of Israel to care for the weak:  You have not 
strengthened the weak, you have not healed the sick you have not bound up the inured.”  As a result all suffer…. Like police and fire 
protection, health care is best funded thru the governments’ ability to tax each person equitable and directly und the provider entities.  
(Social Principles: Paragraph 162V). 
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FOCUS:  BETTY ANDERSON AND THE LATE BUD ANDERSON 
 

On November 5, 2009, Bud Anderson died after battling cancer for over ten years. He and Betty had a long and 
interesting life together. Bud and Betty were approached in early October about interviewing them for the bulletin 

and, at the time, Bud did not have any idea that his time to join his Savior was so near. We kept postponing the 

date due to his declining health until finally Bud said he would not live to see the article but a promise was made 
that the article would be written anyway. 

 
An Oklahoman, Betty met Bud (from Kentucky) when he was stationed near her hometown. There was this stunning 

and handsome young man in uniform sitting in the pew at church right in front of her. The Sunday dinner at the 
Methodist church gave Bud a chance to meet this gorgeous lady. After all these years, they tell the story that Bud’s 

mother did not want him to marry Betty, or anyone else for that matter, so they had to keep it a secret and Betty 

did not get her engagement ring until the day of their wedding. 
 

Until Bud joined the US Air force on January 10, 1954, he had held a couple of different jobs, including “expert” 
salesman for J.C. Penny. But his true calling was the military. Bud moved up through the ranks quickly and became 

a fighter pilot (over 100 missions) until the war ended in Korea.  When possible, Betty moved to the different 
locations to be with him, including Kansas, California, Alaska, and England. In 1966, he was stationed in Guam 

where he thought he contracted cancer. Two boys came along during those years---Tom (born in England) and 

Mark. Tom is now a hospital administrator with the Veterans Administration in Atlanta and Mark is an orthopedic 
doctor/surgeon in Greenville. 

 
Bud and Betty retired from the military after 20 years while they were living in California. Bud accepted a job with 

Geico Insurance Company. They had an opportunity to move back to the southeast, to Columbia, then to the 
Greenville SC area and lived in the mountains, and to Columbia.  Originally, they were members of Union UMC. 

They joined Ashland UMC a few weeks after its inception. As members of Ashland, they have been involved in 
United Methodists Men, two ET houses, Habitat houses, church bulletins, Harmon Circle, Fellowship Sunday School 

class, and several disciple classes. 

 
All of us will miss Bud’s dry wit and his ability to have a comeback, quip or comment. During those last few weeks, 

Bud told us that he was ready to go and meet his Maker. He was at peace in his Christian beliefs. Let us keep Betty 

and the boys and their families in our prayers for the adjustments they have to make without Bud.
