From Holy Week To Easter 
 
In her book Plan B – Further Thoughts On Faith,  Anne Lamott wrote what most of us are thinking as we stand on the threshold of 
Holy Week.   “I don’t have the right personality for suffering…for Good Friday, for the crucifixion.  I’d like to skip ahead to the 
resurrection. In fact, I’d like to skip ahead to the resurrection vision of one of the kids in our Sunday School, who drew a picture of the 
Easter Bunny outside the tomb; everlasting life and a basketful of chocolates. Now you’re talking!” (p.140). 
 
The joys of the palms quickly fade into the shadows of the week.  Come this Sunday morning and witness the change during our one 
worship service at 10:30 am, as we move from the Waving of the Palms by our children, Blessing of the Children, Reflection on Palm 
Sunday, to the cantata our choir and orchestra has prepared that focuses on the passion of Jesus.   
 
The shadows lengthen as we move to Maundy Thursday, where we will gather in Ashland Hall at 7 p.m. to witness the Living 
Portrayal of Leonardo da Vinci’s Last Supper, complete with some of Ashland’s men portraying the 12 disciples.  At the close of the 
presentation, you will be invited to receive the Sacrament of Holy Communion.  
 
For a brief two days, note the color change on the cloth on the outside cross w turns from purple into black as we remember Good 
Friday, April 2, the day in which Jesus was crucified on a hill outside the city walls of Jerusalem. 
 
On Holy Saturday morning, we look forward to seeing all our young children and their parents and grandparents (Please invite your 
friends) for our annual Easter Egg hunt at the church. 
 
And then comes glorious Easter.  The Path will be held this one Sunday at 8 a.m. followed by the U M Men annual pancake breakfast 
at 9 a.m., Sunday School and 11 a.m. worship. 
 
Please bring your Lenten Boxes with you to worship Easter and place them on the altar rail during the singing of our final hymn.  
These gifts will be divided 50/50 with UMCOR’s One Great Hour of Sharing and Hungrief. 

UMCOR has been given top ratings by both Charity Navigator and the American Institute of Philanthropy, which attests to the United 

Methodist Committee on Relief’s financial accountability. Founded in 1940, UMCOR, the global humanitarian arm of the UMC works 

in more than 80 countries worldwide to alleviate human suffering, whether caused by war, conflict or natural disasters, and assists 

the most vulnerable people whose need is greatest.  

The other half of our Lenten offering will go to Hungrief, a program administered by our SC Annual Conference, with 80% going to 
support our World Hunger Special Programs, and 20% remaining in our SC Conference.  This past year we have supported 
ministries that feed the hungry in Camden, Lamar, Bennettsville, and Columbia. 
 
As we begin Holy Week, let us never forget that dying is difficult business.  Dying risks the end of everything.  But as a community of 
Christians here, let us remember St. Paul’s words as we move from Holy Week into Easter.  :  It is in dying that we live. “
