 “I never let my schooling interfere with my education.”  Mark Twain 
 
June 2, 1966:  School was out for the summer and our 4th grade class burst out of Mrs. Tate’s room into sunlight and freedom.  
Launched torpedoes, we veered down the stone stairs until reaching the bridge before Hotel Hill.  Instead of dropping rocks or 
spitting into the creek 50 feet below, as was our custom, five classmates opened their book satchels, reached in and hurled their 
literature and math workbooks toward the swirling waters.  Two misfired notebooks thudded onto the large boulder on the right side, 
where they sat and stared up at us all summer and half into next year until the eight inch snow of 1967 covered them up the following 
January.    
 
Was it freedom from school and the excitement of summer ramblings that prompted this action or disdain for everything learning 
within the public school system?  And why have those few minutes at the close of school burn such a searing imprint? 
 
I knew so much about life at the age of 10!  Ha!  Now at 54, I hope a bit more wisdom is packed into my psyche – most of it arriving 
after countless missteps, mistakes and miscues. 
 
Last week when Aussie Jessica Watson completed her nonstop, 210 day sailing journey around the world, solo and unassisted on 
her 40 foot yacht, Ella’s Pink, she was greeted upon her entrance to Sydney harbor by tens of thousands of cheering throngs.   
 

Highly criticized by the public a year earlier for attempting such a feat, Jessica remarked after her journey was finished:  “People 

don't think you're capable of these things -- they don't realize what young people, what 16-year-olds and girls are capable of. It's 

amazing, when you take away those expectations, what you can do."    

As I listened to our graduating high school seniors during our Roast last Sunday evening, I am not surprised by Jessica’s feat or 

any of our youth's accomplishments.  This generation is truly an empowered bunch, and I will continue to ask them to help me 

with all things texting and electronic. 

Learning is for life and ongoing.  As the spring semester of the Shepherd’s Center came to a close, I was not only amazed at the high 
quality of programming, that ranged from Winston Churchill to extensive art work.   The Seniors at Ashland continue to prove that 
adage we call LLL  (life long learning).   
 
 
What’s next?  For young Jessica, she hopes to get her driver’s license, once she loses her sea legs.  For you and I? Life is the 

ultimate learning program.  Maturity allows us to live in the moment that we are given today… now...because it recognizes that
