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SALKEHATCHIE AND LOUIS OOSTHUIZEN: NO FLASH IN THE PAN 
 
A couple of weeks ago, South African Louis Oosthuizen won the British Open at St. Andrews, Scotland by an amazing 
seven strokes and became an unlikely victor.   
Some were saying Oosthuizen, the son of a farmer, would be a flash in the pan, a one and done champion, but Retief 
Goosen, former British Open Champ said, “The guy’s got one of the best swings on the tour.  I think he’ll be around for 
many years to come.” 
 
I have often wondered if folks said that about John Culp in 1977 when he presented a proposal to the SC United Methodist 
Conference for resources to support a “Work Camp Project” for this purpose:  “To provide a group missional experience for 
youth.”   
 
Perhaps the critics thought:  “This is a one year thing, that will be forgotten next year.”    
 
On June 17-24, 1978, the first Salkehatchie camp took place at Gifford Elementary School in Hampton County. The participants (40 
youth and adults) paid $40 each, slept on cots in the school and showered outside, using hoses with cold water.  
 
From those humble beginnings, Salkehatchie is set to finish the summer of 2010 with 49 camps, ranging from the ones in SC to 
camps in North Carolina, Georgia, Brazil and Nicaragua. 
 
For the 6th year, Ashland hosted the Columbia Salkehatchie Camp.  Beginning Saturday, July 24 and ending July 31, 
over 70 missioners from Campobello to Socastee, Conway to Moncks Corrner came to do mighty works on plumbing, 
electrical work, sagging floors, leaking roofs on five homes in the Chapin, Irmo, St. Andrews, and Eau Claire areas.     
 
The Ashland cast continues to be amazing.  Let these (now tired) folks share their experiences and images of the past 
week, whether it was being a runner to gather supplies for a house, getting up at 3:30 a.m. in the morning to prepare 
breakfast, gathering and setting up furniture and house supplies, collected all this year for the recipients, etc., etc… 
 
In the preface to Send Me:  The Story of Salkehatchie Summer Service,  we read:    
 
Salkehatchie says “yes” to life.  Salkehatchie asks  people to have a heart again.  Salkehatchie minist ers to the 
needy, the elderly, the blind, the handicapped, the  forsaken people of our society, and the ones whom Christ 

called “the least of these.” 
 

Theologically we learn we are powerful people by th e grace of God.  Thousands of youth and adults have  given 
the time to this outreach, and the world is richer for it.

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     For the LEAST of These (Part 2) 
 
The major issue facing the 2010 Annual Conference was a 
directive from the 2009 Annual Conference to the Conference 
Board of Pension and Health Benefits to being three options for 
funding the post retirement health liability.  This action was 
prompted by the Financial Accounting Standards Board (FASB) 
which establishes standards for financial accounting.  The new 
standard, FASB 106, changed the common pay-as-you-go 
method used by many non-profits to fund their postretirement 
benefits.  The trend in many private companies and many other 
UM Conferences is to eliminate retiree health totally.   
 
Option one begins with the current 70% maximum Conference 
subsidy.  This subsidy is decreased by 5% every other year 
beginning in 2014 to 50% in 2020.  In 2022 a $5,000 subsidy 
cap would be put into place.  Only current retirees and eligible 
actives retiring by 2015 and actives 65 years old or older by 
1/1/2015 are eligible.  
 
Option two would include actives 55 years and older, however 
this option require an administrator because it is a Health 
Saving Account (HSA). It also appears there may be some legal 
issues with the new Heath Care Reform Act. 
 
Option three would be closer to the existing plan and is the 
most expensive in pure dollars. 
I serve on the Board of Pension and Health and the board is 
made up of lay and clergy members with very different 
backgrounds.  I was moved as clergy and laity set aside 
personal interest for the greater good of the Church and its 
mission.  All members wanted to continue to provide the highest 
level of health insurance possible within the means of the 
Church.  Lay committee members did not say let’s slash the 
benefits to the minimum and the clergy did not demand 
additional benefits and ignore cost. As I addressed the 
orientation of the laity at Annual Conference, I challenged them 
to do same when this issue came before them in the business 
meeting.    
 
We recommended Option One because it is the most actuarially 
sound option, it is easy to transition to from the existing plan, 
and it requires no additional administrative expense.  I was 
pleasantly surprised when the delegates, by standing vote, 
overwhelmingly supported this recommendation. 
As was explained to the Annual Conference, one Annual 
Conference cannot bind another.  Each year that Annual 
Conference must approve the implementing language for the 
next Funding Plan.  This plan is actuarially sound and even 
under the current economic environment it is a plan the Church 
can fund.  Even with the economy, National Heath Care, and 
other issues, this plan is dynamic enough to serve as a 
“roadmap” for future plans.  Doing nothing, not willing to 
change, would have created a commitment the Church could 
not sustain.  The plan will be looked at constantly to insure our 
pastors and their dependents have the best coverage possible.  
 
The Conference concluded with the Sending Forth Service and 
Fixing of the Appointment by the Bishop.
